As former anarchist 
POW Ojore Lutalo puts it, “Any movement 
that does not support its political internees is a 
sham movement.”

RUNNING DOWN THE WALLS
Each fall Anarchist Black Cross Federation 
chapters and other organizations host a 5k 
run/walk/roll/cheer in locations inside and 
outside of prisons on Turtle Island. This run/
walk is designed to raise much-needed funds 
for the Anarchist Black Cross Federation’s 
Warchest program and other social justice 
causes chosen by the hosting group.

WARCHEST PROGRAM
•	 The Warchest Program was created in 

November of 1994. Its purpose is to send 
monthly financial support to Political Pris-
oners and Prisoners of War (PP/POWs) 
who have received insufficient, little, or no 
financial support during their imprison-
ment. Funds for the Warchest will then be 
divided and distributed through monthly 
stipends to the political prisoners in need. 
Prisoners use this money to cover the basic 
necessities of everyday living.

SUPPORT THE STRUGGLE
We must remember that many of those arrest-
ed in the past or present are not far from us. 
Many of them were and are community and 
labor activists, queer and environmental activ-
ists; people who decided to speak out against 
various forms of oppression and sacrificed 
personal freedom for their actions. We must 
remember that any one of these people could 
have at one time stood beside us in a demon-
stration, a speak-out, or an organizing meeting.
